Warm Mix Asphalt Design Considerations
The RMAEC hosted a webinar on July 13, 2009 which was presented by Dr. Ray Bonaquist, Advanced Asphalt Technologies, LLC, Herndon, Virginia, on the subject of NCHRP 9-43 Mix Design Practices for Warm Mix Asphalt.  A Draft Mixture Design & Analysis Procedure for WMA has been developed.  It is similar to AASHTO R35 for Volumetric Design and it does include process specific specimen fabrication procedures.  Mr. Bonaquist mentioned one benefit of WMA is improved mixture workability and ability to achieve compaction.  He also stated that the WMA additives help coat RAP at lower temperatures.  Dr. Bonaquist’s presentation and  report are available from the links provided.
